SAZETAK

Raspon nasilja u obitelji s obzirom na njezine ¢lanove ukljucuje nasilje nad
djetetom, nasilje medu supruznicima ili izvanbrac¢nim partnerima, nasilje
odrasle djece nad roditeljima ili starijim ¢lanovima obitelji, ali i nasilje
maloljetne djece nad roditeljima kao oblik nasilja koji je u javnosti gotovo
negiran iako Cinjenice iz svakodnevnoga zivota govore suprotno. Zbog ve-
likoga broja mogucih ¢initelja tesko je odrediti »tipicne« po¢initelje nasilja
ili roditelje (potencijalne) Zrtve. Nasilje koje neki roditelji dozivljavaju
povremeno za mnoge je ucestala pojava. Odnos drustva prema nasilju,
bez obzira na ¢injenicu tko je Zrtva, a tko nasilnik, predstavlja bitan poka-
zatelj njegova odnosa prema covjeku, humanosti te stupnja civilizacijske
razvijenosti.

Rezultati koje se istrazivanjem dobilo potvrduju prisutnost pojave u nas,
a s obzirom na njezinu ucestalost rezultati su dijelom komparabilni s
dosadasnjim malobrojnim istrazivanjima provedenim u nekoliko zemalja.
Odredene se razlike u odnosu na poznata nam ali malobrojna istrazivanja
javljaju s obzirom na oblik nasilja kojem su roditelji izloZeni. Spolni stere-
otipi o djevoj¢icama kao sklonijim psihickom nasilju, a dje¢acima sklonijim
tjelesnom u naSem istrazivanju nismo potvrdili. Nasilje nad roditeljima
istovremeno se javlja u interakciji viSe oblika, Sto problem ¢ini komplek-
snijim, a potrebu stru¢nih intervencija nuznijom. Losi odnosi u obitelji i
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izostanak (kvalitetno) provedenoga vremena roditelja i djece javljaju se
kao relevantni ¢initelji u pojavi nasilja. Rezultati pokazuju neuravnotezene
obiteljske odnose i upuduju na rizi¢ne Cinitelje. Spoznaje koje iz istrazivanja
slijede idu u prilog podrsci i pozitivnim nastojanjima da se osnazi obitelj
i zivot u njoj ucini humanijim.

ABSTRACT

The scope of violence with regard to family members includes violence
against children, violence among spouses or extramarital partners, ado-
lescent violence against parents or older family members, as well as child
violence against parents, a form of violence whose existence is practically
denied in public despite the facts from everyday life that tell a different
story. Due to the large number of probable abusers, it is difficult to establish
the »typical« abusers or parents as (potential) victims. The violence some
parents experience is sometimes a normal occurrence for many others.
The attitude of society towards violence, regardless of the identity of a
victim or abuser, is an important indicator of its attitude towards a person,
humanity and the level of civilizational development.

The results of the research prove that the issue is present in our society and,
due to its frequency, the results are comparable in part with previous sparse
research conducted in several countries. There are specific differences with
regard to the type of violence against parents. Gender stereotypes on girls
being more prone to psychological violence and on boys being more prone
to physical violence were not established by our research. Violence against
parents is created through the interaction of more than one type, wich
makes the issue more complex and the need for professional intervention
all the more necessary.

Bad family relationships and the lack of (quality) time spent between par-
ents and children are relevant factors in the appearance of violence. The
results show a lack of balance between family relationships and indicate
risk factors.

ABSTRACT

One of the fundamental requests, addressed to school and education in
contemporary society, is the request to transmit useful knowledge to young
generations. At all levels of education, teachers and other professional
workers are challenged by the question, posed to us by students, their
parents and general public: why does it seem so necessary to acquire huge
amounts of knowledge from all sorts of disciplines and areas? In what
sense do we consider this knowledge useful, in what occasions is it going
to help us? Very convincing answer to such questions seems to be nearly
impossible: it is somehow logical that not all the knowledge we are forced
to acquire during our education can be put to direct use in everyday life
situations. Even more, we will certainly forget most of that knowledge, at
least part of it is going to lose its relevancy and become outdated, and at
the same time contemporary technology enables us almost instant access
to any knowledge we might need. All these arguments may lead us to the
conclusion that transmission of knowledge in contemporary school should
give way to other, presumably more relevant activities: development of
competencies, learning to learn, developing practical, social and commu-
nication skills — to name only few.

However, it remains overlooked in this context the exact fundamental
role of knowledge in the processes of acquiring broad educational goals.
During the lecture we are going to show that the value of knowledge
should not be judged primarily from the point of view of its particular
usefulness: we will argue that the process of its acquisition and interi-
orisation is far more important — how are students acquiring it, what are

teacher’s expectations in this process, up to what extent does it help stu-
dents to develop some of the fundamental personal characteristics and

values, such as accuracy, perseverance, responsibility, critical attitude, etc.

POVZETEK

Vprasalnik diferenciacije jaza, avtorice Elizabeth Skowron in sodelavcev
(1998, 2003), je novejsi test, ki naj bi veljavno in zanesljivo ugotavljal
posameznikovo ¢ustveno ozaves¢enost v okviru obstojec¢ih ¢ustvenih odno-
sov s pomembnimi drugimi. V tej raziskavi se je preverjalo zanesljivost
vprasalnika diferenciacije jaza in njegovo povezanost z rezultati testa ank-
sioznosti po Spielbergerju (1978, 1983) ter lestvico razcepa po Gersonovi
(1984). Rezultati, na vzorcu 291 odraslih posameznikov, ki sedaj zivijo
na podrodju Slovenije, so pokazali, da je vprasalnik zanesljiv na visokem
nivoju in da so rezultati diferenciacije jaza v obratnem sorazmerju z rezul-
tati anksioznosti in lestvico razcepa. Raziskava kaze na moznost uporabe
vprasalnika v primeru ugotavljanja nivoja diferenciacije jaza, vendar je
potrebno upostevati tudi nekatere omejitve raziskave.

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ABSTRACT

The questionnaire, dealing with the differentiation of self, by Elizabeth
Skowron and her colleagues (1998, 2003) is a relatively new test, which
should be a valid and reliable assessment of an individual’s emotional
awareness within the existing emotional relationships with their significant
others. This study has examined the reliability of the self-differentiation
questionnaire and its relation with both the results of the Spielberger anxi-
ety test (1978, 1983) and the splitting scale by Gerson (1984). The results,
based on a sample of 291 adults who now live in Slovenia, showed a high-
level reliability of the questionnaire and indicated that the results of the
self-differentiation are in inverse proportion to the results of anxiety and
the split scale. The study offerss the possibility of using the questionnaire
in the case of determining the level of differentiation of self, however, it is
still necessary to take into account some research limitations.
